ÅLength and gauge of catheter depend on size 
of patient and species 

ÅInsertion sites 

ïCephalic  

ïSaphenous

ÅAdvantage  

ïEasy to place 

ïTolerated well 

ïMinimal restraint 

ïCan stay in usually 3-5 
days with monitoring 

ÅDisadvantage 

ïPatient can chew  

ïBe watchful of area

Technique of Placing 

ÅShave all the way around limb 

ÅClean area with dilute chlorahexadine and alcohol 

ÅAseptic  

ÅGently insert catheter and attach t-set 

ïSecure with ½ inch tape around catheter then 1 inch next 

ïButterfly piece of tape securing the t-port 

ïAlways use tabs on tape 
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Caring for Peripheral Catheters 

ÅFlush 4-6 hours if no fluids  

ÅInsertion site check for: 

ïDislodged 

ïInflammation 

ïPhlebitis 

ïLeaking  
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Central Venous Catheterization 

ÅIndications 

ïMultiple fluids, drugs 

ïMeasuring CVP 

ïFrequent blood sampling 

ïTPN, PNN 

ïNo peripheral access 

ïLarge volume  

ÅContraindications 

ïCoagulopathies 

ïThrombocytopenia 

ïHead trauma 

ïHypercoagulable states 
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Supplies 

ÅScrub, alcohol, clippers 

ÅCatheter, gauze square 

ÅTriple antibiotic ointment 

ÅSuture, suture holder 

ÅT-port with flush 

ÅSterile gloves, sterile drape  

ÅPossible sedation 
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Seldinger Technique 

ÅMay require sedation 

ÅPlace patient in lateral recumbancy 

ÅShave neck area, large window 

ÅSterile gloves, sterile drape 

ÅInsert catheter into vessel 

ÅRemove needle and keep catheter in  
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ÅInsert J-wire into catheter using adapter, advance 
wire into vessel  

ÅALWAYS HOLD J-WIRE 

ÅRemove catheter, HOLD WIRE 

ÅAdvance dilator onto wire, gently rotate dilator back 
and forth, insert 1cm dilates vein for catheter 
insertion 
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ÅAdvance catheter feed catheter in once wire comes 
out one lumen remove wire 

ÅRadiograph to verify placement 

ÅSecure with suture- use attachments that come in kit 

ÅFlush 

ÅWrap to protect stoma site- site should be looked at 
daily 
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Nasal Oxygen  

 

 

 

Supplies: 

 Various sizes red rubber 
catheters 

Suture, suture holder 

Proparacaine 

Oxygen line, connectors 

E-collar 
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Placement of Nasal Oxygen 

ÅNasal passage anesthetized first with 2% lidocaine or 
proparacaine ( both nostrils and eyes) 

ÅMeasure by placing tube along side of nose, tip 
placed at lateral canthus of eye and mark tube 

ÅLubricate tip (lidocaine gel) insert into ventral aspect 
of nostril, until reach mark 

ÅTube secured to nostril with stay suture  
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ÅTube secured to side of face or between eyes 

ÅE-collar should be placed to prevent pawing 
out of tube 

ÅProvide humidified oxygen to avoid irritation 
of nasal passage
